Description of EMWIS Thematic coverage:

i- Institutions (institutional) water structure: providing content about the water management in the country, and a graphic schematising the links between the institutions, giving a description of the role and the competences of the national institutions and organisations (Ministry, Basins and City councils) as well as the associations and companies.
ii- Documentation: the documentation includes the following points:

Identification of water related libraries

National water news (updates)

Legislation (references or full-text)*

Full text documents

Identification of National water reviews (editors)

Bibliographical references

* As far as legislation is concerned, the NFPs might indicate which organisms are charged of defining the water legislations in the country, the structure of the last one, providing the access to the full text, and facilitating also links to the international, national and regional legislations with full text.

iii- Training and Education: including the following items:

Identification of education and training centres

Type of training/ curricula provided: giving a description with the objectives, the web site references

Agenda of national events: seminars, workshops, courses, practices, symposiums, universities events, etc, and providing information about these national events by at least 6 months of advance.
iv- Research & Development: 

List of Research and development projects: the list of national projects, and international ones involving local partners.

Identification of research laboratories: giving a description of each organisation working on research and development, giving their role, list of the main published documents and websites.
v- Data management: 


1- Type of available data: It will be distributed in physical geography (meteorology, climatology, orography, geology, hydrography) and human geography (demography, economy including agriculture, industry and services, Tourism and languages).


2- Identification of data providers: identifying official sources related to: hydrology, quantity, quality, drinking water desalination, wastewater treatment, agriculture, irrigation, dams, weirs, quality and measurements networks, and also accessing to the data if it is possible.


3- Data publication: The publication of the news is fundamental in order to gather up more audience. To achieve that, the national news published by the country Media should be recapitulated and published. On the other hand, all the additions and last information published on the NFP website should be highlighted. The call for proposals, the last publications, nominations and international events are also demanded. One way to attract the attention of the audience is by publishing an agenda of the next events (seminars, workshops, exhibitions, etc) for the coming 6 months.
