	MED 2.1: By 2015, to ensure that national water resources planning in all Mediterranean countries includes the contribution of non-conventional resources within the global water resources systems models and analysis. This planning should take into account the related possible effects on the environment, economy, health and energy.

	Fostering the inclusion of non-conventional water resources in the water planning in the Mediterranean: towards making the term “non-conventional” obsolete.

	Session teaser/description (150 words, please kindly use media-friendly language)
	The so called non-conventional water resources –NCWR– (mainly reuse of regenerated wastewater and desalination from brackish water or the sea) are nowadays quite common practices in the Mediterranean, although there are strong differences in their degree of advance and its inclusion in the water plans in the region. Due to the strategic importance that these resources can eventually mean in many areas, in economic, health, social and environmental terms, every country in the region should commit themselves to implement this objective by 2015, mostly considering this is a singularly fragile and threatened territory from the water availability and environmental points of view.

These countries should develop water plans explicitly including feasibility analysis and programs about development of NCWR, integrating all the technical, institutional, regulatory and economic aspects, and defining specifically the applicable technologies, treatment costs and tariffs, quality standards for each possible use and an appropriate institutional, local-adapted framework.

Both resources are actually feasible and technically mature alternatives, making the term non-conventional becomes obsolete, and accumulating a very valuable international experience in the Mediterranean areas where the availability of natural renewable water resources cannot support neither the current nor the future demands and the associated environmental requirements.
